New FiscréIyYear, New Chances to
Get a Ride Home if You Need One

Did you know...?
You can be reimbursed for a ride on a day you rideshare if you need to get home
due to a personal emergency or you miss your ride due to unexpected overtime.
As of July 1, it's new fiscal year. That means that if you claimed the maximum
number of Guaranteed Ride Home (GRH) rides last year, you get a clean slate.
County of Orange and Superior Court employees can be reimbursed for up to
two GRH rides each fiscal year. GRH rides home can be via taxi, Uber/Lyft, car
rental, car-sharing, Metrolink or bus.

How to Qualify for Reimbursement

You qualify if you got to work that day by carpooling, vanpooling, riding the bus
or train, biking or walking and need a ride for any of the following reasons:

* Personal or family illness or emergency

* Your carpool/vanpool driver has to leave due to illness or personal emergency

* You or your carpool/vanpool driver have to work unexpected overtime

You don't need to get authorization before arranging your GRH ride. Just fill out
a GRH reimbursement form and submit it along with your trip receipt to the
Rideshare Office. (Please refer to the GRH form for submittal deadlines.) If you're
not sure if your emergency.qualifies, call the Rideshare Office at.714.834.7600.

Take a Metrolink Daycation & Save

Metrolink is not only a great way to get to work, but it also serves some of
Southern California’s favorite summertime destinations.

A day pass on Saturdays and Sundays is always $10. Kids 17 and younger

ride free on weekends when accompanied by a fare-paying adult.
