Metrolink rail service through the San Clemente area is expected
to soon be fully restored.

Last January, debris from the hillside slope along the Mariposa
Trail Bridge in San Clemente fell onto the right of way and railroad
tracks about a half-mile
north of Metrolink’s San
Clemente Pier Station. As a
result, all rail movement was
suspended through the San
Clemente area.
